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Complaint against the United States of America Government and the Government of the State of Kansas, USA, for permitting the kidnapping and sale of children.

Information Sheet

1. General Information

Does the incident involve an individual or a group?    

Both.   An individual committed the crimes but a group, the Kansas Court system, which the federal government refuses to interfere with, even acknowledges that it is the common practice to ignore crimes in adoption cases.  This practice has effectively legalized all forms of adoption fraud.  Kansas is not the only state to handle adoption fraud in this manner.  You can find information on this practice at

In that particular case, the twins were returned and an exception to the general practice was made.  But the difference between that and other cases, is that the twins were not infants and had lived with their mother for a long time and it was an interstate adoption, so the KS courts were accountable to other states.  But though those babies were returned, it was acknowledged that normally, crimes in adoption are ignored.

This is a common occurrence and I cannot get specific numbers but it is wide spread.  The government closes all records on adoptions making it next to impossible to gather as much information as I’d like.    The nationality of the victims is usually a citizen of the United States of America, but others living in America are victimized as well.

3. Information Regarding the alleged violation
Date:  Originally on December 28th, 1999, the date of her birth.  The crimes committed since then have been committed by both the person originally involved and by the courts of the State of Kansas, USA.

Place:  Salina Kansas, USA.

Time:  These problems have taken place over an extended period of time, starting with coercion on December 20, 1999 and continuing through today.

The nature of the incident.

With far too few healthy white infants available to satisfy the desires of the wealthy American citizens, adoption fraud is an acceptable practice.   Attorney Jill Bremyer-Archer, McPherson Kansas, was hired by Daniel and Deanna Ade of Salina Kansas, to persuade Tarin Taylor to sign an adoption agreement.   Having only met  Deanna Ade on December 13th, 1999, and a due date only two weeks away, and because Tarin Taylor had never looked into adoption as an option, they had to act quickly.  During the persuasion process, before birth, the attorney asked Tarin Taylor to sign a NON-binding adoption agreement in consideration of the possible adoption.   The attorney, though working for the Ades claimed both verbally and in writing that she was also representing Tarin Taylor.  Because this claim created trust, Tarin Taylor signed the non-binding agreement, believing it did not commit her to anything.  She was only considering the possibility and the potential adoptive father refused to meet her until she was willing to sign the non-binding agreement.  Without meeting him, she could not possibly make a decision.

But once the attorney attained her signature, she began making statements about how the judge could consider a pre-birth consent binding.  She said she got the judge she wanted because he was an adoptive father and did consider pre-birth consents to be binding.  She said that it would cost Tarin a huge amount of money if she changed her mind.  Tarin Taylor and her mother, Melinda Walmsley were led to believe that if Tarin Taylor refused to sign again after giving birth, they could take her child anyway, force Tarin to pay everyone’s legal fees, and revoke visitation that they were promising to provide if Tarin cooperated.

The attorney, who claimed to be representing Tarin Taylor, While also representing the potential adoptive family, coerced Tarin Taylor into signing the adoption consent just 12 hours after giving birth to her daughter.  At that time, Tarin believed she had not choice, had been without sleep for 3 straight days and two nights and had been on powerful medication just hours before, during her delivery.

There is ample evidence of fraud, much of which is not even contested and I have sent you a package of approximately 1000 pages specifying much of the fraudulent acts.  The evidence sent to you is copies of official court records, and shows that the fraud was known by the courts and the disciplinary administrator.  The attorney has even admitted to signing a fraudulent statement to Tarin Taylor, which stated that the adoptive couple had agreed that she, (the attorney) could testify against them if a conflict occurred.  This statement was on the same form that she had Tarin Taylor sign, agreeing to the same.  The attorney now admits she does not have a signed agreement from the adoptive family, and the court permitted her to evade answering more than 60 questions that were harmful to the Ade’s case stating that in dual representation, the attorney only need withdraw from one of the dual clients when a conflict occurred, so they considered the Ade’s protected under attorney client privilege, despite the fact that the attorney had claimed to be representing Tarin Taylor, and that the attorney had signed the papers fraudulently, claiming she would be able to testify against the Ades as well.

Disciplinary Administrator, Stanton Hazlett, Topeka Kansas, USA—who has the job of reprimanding attorneys for wrongful acts but refuses to reprimand adoption attorneys.  His brother is the President of the American Academy of Adoption attorneys.

Daniel L Ade  and Deanna L Ade, potential adoptive parents

The United States Supreme Court has denied Tarin’s Writ of Certiorari, but has not yet ruled on the petition for rehearing.  So far, though, they have never accepted a contested adoption case from a mother.

Kansas Attorney General Carla Stovall refuses to look into the matter.

The FBI has not responded to numerous letters of explanation and copies of evidence.

Kansas Governor Bill Graves has ignored numerous complaints and is himself an adoptive parent, and adoption fraud has become more drastic in Kansas since he became governor.  Also important to mention here is that the governor has power over appointment of judges, and advancement of judges, so Governor Graves has significant influence over encouraging adoption fraud in Kansas.

All are USA citizens

Agents believed to be responsible for the alleged violation:

State Agents.    Kansas state Judges previously mentioned, but more importantly, almost all Kansas Judges as the state has made it policy to ignore fraud, coercion and other criminal acts in adoptions, so judges do not return babies in contested adoptions where crimes were committed except on rare occasions involving interstate violations.  The higher courts have effectively legalized adoption fraud and the federal government refuses to act against this.  Instead of assisting the victims of adoption fraud, the United States Government actually pays the states extra money both in payments directly to the state government, and in tax credit payments that stimulate the state economy paid to the adoptive couple.  This figure was formerly $5000.00 a head, but has recently been doubled to $10,000.oo per adoption to encourage the state governments to allow adoption fraud, in order to take children from poorer families and place them in wealthier homes.

This has been reported to and ignored by the police, the court system, the attorney general for the state of Kansas, the attorney general for the USA government, the Federal bureau of Investigation, the President of the United States, (Both President Clinton and President Bush), and many more.  All refuse to make any effort to stop adoption fraud.

If the perpetrators are believed to be state-agents please specify and indicate why they are believed to be responsible; be as precise as possible.

The United States Government encourages adoption fraud in order to remove children from poorer families and place them with the wealthy.  You have already been sent information on this practice.   The USA government pays the states to do this, pays the wealthy adoptive couples to do this and supplies millions of dollars in grant money to agencies who promoter adoption fraud.   They refuse to act against it and spend astronomical amounts of money supporting it.

The case of Tarin Taylor was denied by the United States Supreme Court on October 15, 2001, but a Petition for Rehearing was filed on October 24th 2001, which has not yet been acted upon.  However the USSC has refused all previous cases, so it is anticipated that they will follow with that pattern in this case.  Case number  01-5855.

Evidence was sent to you in November,  2001 and you should be receiving it soon.

4. Steps taken by the victim family or any one else on his/her behalf.

As previously mentions, this has been reported to every state, federal and local agency and has been ignored.   We also took the matter before the courts and despite undisputed evidence of fraud and coercion, lost at District court, appellate court, Kansas Supreme Court, and the United States Supreme court declined to review the matter, but we still await their final decision on a Petition for Rehearing, expected in January 2002.

Steps taken by authorities:   All refuse to act.
